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Robotic surgery in gynaecology

The advantages of using a robot include:
• shorter hospital stay
• less pain
• less risk of infection
• less blood loss reducing the need for a blood transfusion
• less scarring
• faster recovery
• returning to normal activities sooner
• it gives the surgeon a better view and greater accuracy

What does the robot do during my surgery?
A camera and specialised instruments are inserted through small cuts in
the abdomen (tummy). These are then connected to the specialised arms
of the robot.

The surgeon sits at a console, in theatre, and carries out the operation.
The surgeon controls the instruments within the abdomen.
